Located in the Newberry 
National Volcanic Monument 
south of Bend, East Lake, 
along with nearby Paulina 
Lake, the lake has been 
extremely popular with 
anglers for decades. 
Occupying part of the 
Newberry Caldera, the lake is 

1,044 acres in size and up to 180 feet deep. It is particularly known for its 
trophy-sized brown trout. The current record is a 22.5-pound monster caught 
in 1981. Typical brown trout average 14 to 25 inches. Rainbow trout average 
10 to 19 inches and Atlantic salmon average up to 17 inches. Kokanee are 
usually in the 14- to 16-inch range. Although the season runs from April 22 to 
October, its high elevation (nearly 6,400 feet) generally keeps it locked in ice 
until late May. Although most fishing here is done by boat, float tubes are also 
used. There is also some opportunity for wading in shallow, weedy areas, a 
method most commonly employed by fly fishers (imagine that!)  Hope you can

Denny Rickards: “Stillwater Techniques” 

For the past thirty years Denny Rickards has had an 
opportunity to fish and guide anglers over some of the 
most challenging trophy trout waters in the Western 
United States. His simplistic approach and techniques on 
presentation have accounted for browns over 20 pounds, 
cutthroats to 15 pounds and rainbows in excess of 16 

pounds. 

Today, he is a full time guide on Upper Klamath Lake. 
Over 250 days a year are spent doing what he loves 
best: guiding, writing, tying flies, conducting fly fishing 
schools, and field testing developing tackle 
manufacturer’s products. His newly developed Crystal 
Creek Series graphite fly rods by Diamondback are 

being compared to the top rods in the industry. 

As a professional fly tier, his suggestive patterns have 
appeared in various outdoor magazines and are on 
display at Cushners Fly Fishing Museum in Florence, 
Oregon. Based on past reviews, his books and 
companion videos are now considered the "bibles" for fly 

fishing lakes. 

When he isn't fishing or guiding, many hours are spent 
studying trout behavior, their habitat, and the various
