It is helpful to use fluorocar-
bon leaders and tippet material in an attempt
to throw off these shy fishes. Hatches to look
for are Traveling Sedges and Damsel Flies.
In September there is also a possible caddis
hatch right at dusk. For this outing a float
tube, pontoon boat, canoe, or anything that
floats that you can fish from will work. We
will be having a potluck, Saturday night at a
campsite to be announced. There will be a
number of Santiam Flycasters camping at
Hosmer for the weekend.
